Airbus expects Asia-Pacific airlines to acquire 
8,000 new aircraft over next 20 years  

Airlines in Asia and the Pa-
cific will acquire some 8,000 
new passenger and cargo 
aircraft over the next 20 
years, according to Euro-
pean aircraft manufacturer 
Airbus. Valued at $1.2 tril-
lion, the requirement repre-
sents one third of predicted 
global deliveries between 
now and 2028, with the re-
gion driving demand for 
larger aircraft types. The 
manufacturer's latest fore-
cast for the region was pre-
sented at the Singapore 
Airshow by John Leahy, 
Airbus Chief Operating Offi-
cer, Customers. 
 
In the passenger market 
Airbus predicts that traffic in 
the region will grow at an 
average annual rate of 
5.9%, while cargo traffic will 
increase by 6.3% per year. 
This compares with a global 
average of 4.7% for pas-
senger traffic and 5.2% for 
air freight. As a result of this 
growth and continuous fleet 
replacement, the region is 
expected to take delivery of 

some 880 very large air-
craft, 2,570 twin aisle wide-
bodies and 4,560 single 
aisle aircraft. The high pro-
portion of larger aircraft 
types reflects the concen-
tration of populations 
around main urban centres 
in the region, generating 
high density traffic on key 
intra-regional routes, as 
well as to capacity con-
strained international desti-
nations in Europe and North 
America. Meanwhile, de-
mand for single aisle air-
craft in the region is ex-
pected to accelerate in the 
coming years, driven by the 
growth of low cost carriers 
and opening of new routes 
between secondary desti-
nations, especially in China, 
India and South East Asia. 
 
In the cargo sector, the re-
gion will continue to domi-
nate the global air freight 
market, with the dedicated 
freighter fleet operated by 
Asia-Pacific airlines growing 
five times to 1,500 aircraft. 
While many of these will be 

converted from passenger 
models, Airbus predicts that 
around 340 new production 
freighters will be delivered 
to the region over the 20 
year period. These will be 
predominantly widebody 
aircraft and will represent 
40% of expected global 
demand for new production 
freighters.  
The Asia-Pacific region is a 
core market for Airbus ac-
counting for a quarter of all 
orders recorded by the 
company to date. Today 
there are some 1,430 Air-
bus aircraft in service with 
66 operators across the 
region, with another 1,120 
on order with customers for 
future delivery. This repre-
sents 32% of the com-
pany's total backlog. Airbus' 
forecast for the Asia-Pacific 
region is derived from the 
company's Global Market 
Forecast, which foresees 
total demand for almost 
25,000 new passenger and 
freighter aircraft valued at 
$3.1 trillion between 2009 
and 2028.

Ryanair reports 3rd quarter loss 
 
Ryanair announced a 3rd quarter 
loss of 11 million euros, down from a 
loss of 102 million euros in the 3rd 
quarter last year. Revenues rose by 
1% to 612 million euros, as 14% traf-
fic growth was largely offset by a 
12% decline in average fare. Unit 
costs fell by 23% despite a 3% in-
crease in sector length. 
 
Triumph Group reports third quar-
ter fiscal 2010 results 
 
Triumph Group reported that net 
sales for the third quarter of the fiscal 
year ending March 31, 2010 totaled 
$313.5 million, a 10% increase from 
last year's third quarter net sales of 
$285.2 million. Income from continu-
ing operations for the third quarter of 
fiscal year 2010 was $18.1 million, 
versus $20.1 million for the third 
quarter of the prior year. Net income 
for the third quarter of fiscal year 
2010 was $5.6 million versus $19.2 
million for the third quarter of the 
prior year. The loss from discontin-
ued operations for the quarter in-
cluded an impairment charge of 
$17.4 million. 
 
Spirit AeroSystems reports fourth 
quarter and full-year 2009 financial 
results 
 
AeroSystems Holdings reported 
fourth quarter and full-year 2009 fi-
nancial results reflecting fourth quar-
ter revenue and earnings growth but 
an overall decline in full-year earn-
ings. Full-year 2009 ship set deliver-
ies for large commercial aircraft in-
creased from 2008 resulting in higher 

revenues, while full-year income de-
clined as a result of charges re-
corded in the second quarter, unfa-
vorable contract adjustments in the 
fourth quarter, and challenges on 
certain development programs. 
Spirit's fourth quarter 2009 revenues 
increased to $1.078 billion, up 67% 
from the same period last year, pri-
marily due to schedule recovery from 
the machinists' strike at Boeing 
which negatively impacted fourth 
quarter 2008 deliveries. Full-year 
2009 revenues grew 8% to $4.079 
billion, up from $3.772 billion in 2008 
as total deliveries for large commer-
cial aircraft increased in 2009. Fourth 
quarter net income was $50 million 
compared to $20 million for the same 
period in 2008. Full-year 2009 net 
income was $192 million compared 
to $265 million for 2008. 
 
Exeltech files notice under Bank-
ruptcy and Insolvency act 
 
ExelTech Aerospace has filed a no-
tice of intention to file a proposal un-
der the Canadian Bankruptcy and 
Insolvency Act, seeking protection 
from its creditors. As a consequence 
of such filing, any and all recourses 
of ExelTech’s creditors are stayed for 
an initial period of thirty days.

The third flight test airplane, 
ZA003, has a partial interior that pro-
vides a glimpse into the new flying 
experience the airplane will offer. 
Configured for flight-testing pur-
poses, the interior includes instru-
mentation racks, flight-test equip-
ment and workstations for engineers. 
The interior includes 135 seats, mul-
tiple lavatories and two crew rests. 
Certifying the interior components 
involves analyses and testing of the 
lighting, lavatories, stowage bins, 
dimmable windows and galleys. 
 
Embraer has named Clay Lacy 
Aviation as the company’s author-

ized service center for the Phenom 
100 and Phenom 300 jets in South-
ern California.  
 
Republic Airways Holdings will 
transition the regional service oper-
ated by Lynx Aviation Bombardier 
Q400 turboprop aircraft to Embraer 
170 and 190 jet service operated by 
Republic Airlines. The company will 
remove three Q400 turboprop aircraft 
from service effective April 6. An-
other three aircraft will be removed 
from service on April 19. In addition, 
the company will terminate the 
leases of seven smaller regional jets 
and return them to the lessor. Re-
public Airways said that the transition 
to jet service will improve the com-
pany’s ability to operate in highly 
contested markets in which the Q400 
operates at a competitive disadvan-
tage to jet service offered by com-
petitors. The changeover, including 
the decision to terminate the leases 
on its seven remaining CRJ200 air-
craft operated by Chautauqua, also 
will support the company’s ongoing 
program to simplify and optimize its 
fleet resources across its entire net-
work, improving aircraft utilization 
and cost efficiencies company-wide. 
Republic expects operations at Lynx 
to be phased out by mid-September.  
 
PACE, a provider of knowledge-
based engineering software solu-
tions, has concluded a four-year li-
cense and services agreement with 
Airbus. Under this agreement, PACE 
remains a preferred software sup-
plier for Airbus companies world-
wide. The agreement is the third of 
its kind in the last decade. 
 
Panasonic Avionics Corporation  
is selected as an IFEC provider for 
the Airbus A350 XWB. The contract 
between Airbus and Panasonic was 
signed at Airbus headquarters in 
Toulouse, France. 
 
Ryanair released that January traffic 
grew 9% compared to the same pe-
riod last year and the load factor im-
proved 1.0 point to 70%. 
 
Alaska reported an increase in load 
factor to 77.7% in January 2010,
