Kenya Airways signs MoU with 
Congo Airways 
Kenya Airways (KQ) has signed 
an MoU with Congo Airways to 
collaborate, strengthen, and bolster 
aviation ties between Kenya and The 
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC). 
KQ highlighted the importance of the 
strategic cooperation between the 
two national carriers and their role in 
enhancing trade exchange between 
the two countries and the importance 
of collaboration on expertise that 
benefit the aviation sector, especially 
as the aviation sector recovers from 
the devastating impact of COVID-19.

At the announcement of the first-
quarter 2021 financial results, 
American Airlines announced 
several steps to strengthen its 
business and respond to the 
pandemic with a focus on reducing 
costs and improving its liquidity 
position and balance 
sheet.

Some of the measures 
the airline is taking 
to conserve cash and 
reduce cost include 
incorporating more than 
$1.3 billion of permanent non-
volume cost reductions into its 2021 
plans. This includes approximately 
$500 million in management 
reductions, $600 million in labour 

productivity enhancements, and 
$200 million in other permanent 
cost reductions.

The airline reached an agreement 
with Boeing to defer and convert 
five 787-8 aircraft to 787-9 aircraft. 

These deliveries are now expected 
to occur in 2023 and will retain 
their existing financing. American’s 
remaining 14 787-8 aircraft will 
now be delivered by the end of 

the first quarter of 2022. American 
has exercised its remaining 
deferral rights on the Boeing 737 
MAX aircraft that were previously 
scheduled to be delivered in 2021 
and 2022. With this adjustment, the 
delivery of these 18 MAX aircraft is 

now expected to occur in 
2023 and 2024.

To improve its liquidity 
position and balance 
sheet, measures will 
include reducing its 
average cash burn rate to 

approximately $27 million per day 
in the first quarter. This includes 
approximately $9 million per day 
in regular debt principal and cash 
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severance payments. For the month of March, the company’s estimated 
average daily cash burn rate was approximately $4 million. Excluding 
approximately $8 million per day of regular debt principal and cash 
severance payments, the company’s cash burn rate turned positive in 
March, the airline reports.

American obtained the right to access an additional $3.3 billion in 
financial assistance through the COVID-19 relief package passed and 
signed into law in early March. In addition to extending the PSP, the 
legislation will allow the company to defer approximately $2 billion in 
pension funding over the next five years.

For network and partnerships, American advanced its newly formed 
partnerships with Alaska Airlines and JetBlue Airways. American also 
expanded its codeshare with Alaska and launched a new service 
between Seattle and London.

American’s Chairman and CEO Doug Parker: “Looking forward, with the 
momentum underway from the first quarter, we see signs of continued 
recovery in demand. We remain confident the network enhancements, 
customer-focused improvements and efficiency measures we’ve put 
into place will ensure American is well-positioned for the recovery.”

Volocopter aims to introduce urban air mobility to Chinese market

Volocopter and the global mobility technology group, Geely Technology 
Group, have presented Volocopter’s electric air taxi, the 2X, for the 
first time in China at Geely’s booth at the Shanghai International 
Automobile Industry Exhibition 2021. The companies are highlighting 
their cooperation and aim to introduce urban air mobility to the Chinese 
market and give visitors the chance to learn more about this new form of 
transport. Urban air mobility (UAM) is an emerging part of the aviation 
industry focused on aerial connectivity in and around cities. As a pioneer 
of electric vertical take-off and landing (eVTOL) air taxi technology, 
Volocopter has paved the way for creating the ecosystem needed to 
provide electric air taxi services within cities around the world. Together 
with Geely Technology Group, Volocopter is beginning the process 
of introducing these mobility services in China and creating a scalable 
model for production and operations. Since announcing Geely’s strategic 
investment in Volocopter in 2019, the companies have been using their 
combined expertise in mobility to identify where electric air taxi services 
could be best introduced in China. In 2019, the Volocopter 2X successfully 
flew over Singapore’s Marina Bay and showed that piloted electric air 
taxi integration in air traffic management (ATM) and unmanned traffic 
management (UTM) was possible. Today, the two-seater model, which has previously flown several test campaigns, represents the electric air 
taxi vision Volocopter and Geely Technology Group aim to introduce in China. For the future services, Volocopter will be using its fifth-generation 
aircraft, the VoloCity, which is currently in the certification process with the European Aviation Safety Agency (EASA). It will have an increased 
speed of 110 km/h and longer flight duration of 35 minutes (after accounting for reserve battery and headwind).

The 
latest agreement builds on that partnership, 
expanding the suite of MRO offerings to LEAP 
engines to better support engine maintenance 
requirements of new-generation narrow-body 
aircraft. GATES will commence preparations for 
implementing the LEAP program at its facility in 
Helsinki, Finland, including reviewing technical 
documents, employee training, and obtaining 
necessary aviation authority approvals.

Airbus plans to create new aerostructures 
companies in France and Germany

Airbus has provided details to its social 
partners during a European Works Council (SE-
WC) meeting about the company’s ongoing 
assessment of its industrial set-up in Europe, 
notably regarding aerostructures activities in 
France and Germany.

Dubai Aerospace Enterprise orders 15 Boeing 737 MAX jets

Boeing has reported 
that aircraft lessor 
Dubai Aerospace 
Enterprise (DAE) is 
growing its 737 MAX 
portfolio with an 
order for 15 737-8 
jets. DAE had been 
investing in the 
737 MAX by buying 
jets from existing 
customers and 

leasing them back to the carriers. The new order is DAE’s first direct 737 MAX purchase from 
Boeing as it modernizes its portfolio for better economic and environmental performance. 
Firoz Tarapore, Chief Executive Officer of DAE, said: “We are delighted to deepen our already 
strong relationship with Boeing. Including this order, we own and manage 162 Boeing aircraft. 
An increasing number of global aviation regulators are returning the MAX to the skies. We 
are confident in the success of these aircraft as domestic and regional air travel are seeing 
strong signs of recovery.” The new purchase is DAE’s second investment in the 737 MAX in 
the past year. In the third quarter of 2020, the lessor signed an agreement with American 
Airlines to purchase and lease back 18 new 737-8 airplanes. Since the agreement, the lessor 
has delivered 17 of the jets to the U.S. carrier. DAE previously completed a similar purchase-
leaseback deal with Brazilian carrier GOL for five 737-8s.

Air New Zealand defers planned capital 
raising to later in 2021

Air New Zealand is targeting its equity capital 
raising to be undertaken by September 30, 2021, 
to give the airline time to assess market conditions. 
“We’ve seen some clearing of COVID-19 clouds 
recently, with the extension of the airfreight 
capacity scheme, the rollout of the vaccine and 
the opening of the trans-Tasman bubble on  
April 19,” says Air New Zealand Chairman Dame 
Therese Walsh. “These developments are good 
news and fundamental to Air New Zealand’s 
return to success, but the storm hasn’t cleared 
yet. We have suspended our cash burn guidance 
while we take the time to see how these events 
might impact our outlook.” The government has 
agreed to extend and re-negotiate the loan facility, 
so Air New Zealand has sufficient liquidity to take 
the airline through to the capital raise. The loan 
facility will be increased by up to NZ$600 million 
in additional liquidity, bringing the total facility 
to NZ$1.5 billion. The facility term has also been 
extended through to September 2023 and the 
interest rate will be adjusted to reflect current 
market conditions. The airline continues to focus 
on managing its level of cash burn, and there have 
been no further drawdowns on the Crown facility 
since interim results, therefore current drawdowns 
on the facility remain at NZ$350 million. (US$ 1.00 
= NZ$1.39 at time of publication.)

AeroCentury reports full-year 2020 net loss 
of US$42.2 million

AeroCentury, an independent aircraft leasing 
company, has posted a fourth-quarter 2020 net 
loss of US$14.5 million, compared to a net loss of 
US$7.0 million for the fourth quarter of 2019. For 
the full year 2020, the Company reported a net 
loss of US$42.2 million, compared to a net loss 
of US$16.7 million for the full year 2019. During 
2020, the company sold two aircraft that had 
been leased under operating leases. In addition, 
two lessees that had leased four aircraft pursuant 
to sales-type or direct financing leases exercised 
purchase options for the aircraft. Results for the 
fourth quarter and the year ended December 31, 
2020 included impairment losses on most of the 
company’s aircraft totaling US$11.9 million and 
US$28.8 million, respectively, based on third-
party appraised or expected sales proceeds. 
During the same periods, the Company recorded 
bad debt expense of US$0.3 million and US$1.5 
million, respectively, as a result of payment 
delinquencies and reductions in the appraised 
value of the company’s two remaining aircraft 
subject to sales-type leases. In the third quarter 
of 2019, the company terminated the leases 
for, and repossessed, four aircraft from one of 
the company’s lessees (repossessed aircraft),

The 
AW09 next prototype, PS4, is expected to fly this year, followed by the PS5.

GE Capital Aviation Services 
(GECAS) has agreed a purchase/
leaseback (PLB) arrangement for 14 
LEAP-powered Airbus neo aircraft 
with IndiGo. The deal involves 
seven A320neo and seven A321neo 
aircraft which are scheduled to 
deliver between the fourth quarter 
of 2021 and mid-2022. GECAS has 
supported Indigo since the carrier’s 
inception in 2006 and it is currently 
India’s largest carrier by fleet size 
and passenger numbers. “GECAS 
remains proud to support IndiGo’s exciting growth over the past 15 years, and adding these 
14 neos is a true honor,” explains Aashish Sonawala, SVP and Asia-Pacific Regional Manager 
of GECAS. “While putting our own capital to work, GECAS’ strategic platforms are providing 
additional capacity to meet the needs of our global customer relationships,” shares John 
Bordeaux, GECAS’ Chief Investment Officer, adding “We’re very pleased to lend our extensive 
expertise and network to identify the best opportunities for our investment partners.”

As a 
result of those events, the company recognized 
maintenance reserves revenue of US$17.0 million 
at the time of repossession, but also recorded 
impairment losses for the repossessed aircraft of 
US$28.4 million during 2019, based on third-party 
appraised values or expected sales proceeds. In 
2020, the loss of operating lease revenues from 
those aircraft and an additional US$10.9 million 
of impairment losses also negatively impacted 
earnings. Results for the year ended December 
31, 2019 also included impairment losses totaling 

US$2.6 million, based on third-party appraised 
values or expected sales proceeds, for three older 
turboprop aircraft, a spare engine and an older 
turboprop aircraft that has been sold in parts.

The Liebherr Group achieves over €10 mil-
lion in annual turnover

In 2020, the Liebherr Group achieved a turnover 
of €10,341 million. Compared to the previous year, 
the company posted a decline of €1,409 million, 
or 12 %. Following several successful years, 
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and in the context of last year’s extraordinary 
conditions, this is considered satisfactory Despite 
the modest slowdown of the global economy, 
Liebherr registered a strong volume of orders in 
the first quarter of 2020. Starting at the end of 
the first quarter, the coronavirus pandemic began 
to affect business activities in many markets. This 
also had an impact on the Group’s sales revenues. 
Revenues in the earthmoving, material handling 
technology, deep foundation machines, mobile 
and crawler cranes, tower cranes, concrete 
technology and mining product segments were 
10.4 % lower than in the previous year at €6,848 
million. Revenues outside construction and 
mining machines also fell. With the other product 
segments, including maritime cranes, aerospace 
and transportation systems, gear technology and 
automation systems, refrigeration and freezing, as 
well as components and hotels. Liebherr achieved 
a turnover of €3,493 million, a 15 % decrease 
compared to the previous year. There was a 
downturn in sales in the European Union, which 
has traditionally been the Group’s strongest sales 
region. This was primarily due to declining sales in 
Germany and France; by contrast, business grew 
in Austria and Poland. Sales in non-EU countries as 
well as in North America also declined. Central and 
South America, Africa, and the Near and Middle 
East reported significantly lower turnover than 
the year before. Meanwhile, business was stable 
throughout the year in Asia and Oceania. This was 
thanks largely to strong demand from China and 
Australia. (€1.00 = US$1.20 at time of publication.)

Alaska Air Group posts first-quarter 2021 
adjusted net loss of US$436 million

Alaska Air Group has reported a first quarter 
2021 GAAP net loss of US$131 million, compared 
to a net loss of US$232 million in the first quarter 
of 2020. Excluding the impact of payroll support 
program wage offsets, special items, and mark-
to-market fuel hedge adjustments, the company 
reported an adjusted net loss of US$436 million, 
compared to an adjusted net loss of US$102 
million in 2020. Alaska held US$3.5 billion in 
unrestricted cash and marketable securities as of 
March 31, 2021, and available total liquidity of 
US$5.3 billion. The company generated US$167 
million in operating cash flow in the first quarter, 
inclusive of PSP funding, bolstered by improved 
advance bookings through increased demand 
for air travel.

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CSAT to provide Boeing 737 base maintenance for LOT Polish Airlines

Czech Airlines Technics (CSAT) will provide customers with Boeing 737 MAX maintenance. 
Thanks to the company’s new authorization received from the Civil Aviation Authority of the 
Czech Republic, CSAT has expanded the offer of services provided by its base maintenance 
division. Overhauls of the most modern version of this aircraft type are thus to be provided 
in CSAT hangar at Václav Havel Airport Prague. LOT Polish Airlines (LOY) became the first 
B737 MAX customer in the middle of April 2021. LOT Polish Airlines is the first customer with 
whom CSAT has entered into a cooperation agreement after obtaining the new authorization. 
Since mid-April 2021, CSAT mechanics have been performing the Boeing 737-8 MAX (SP-LVB 
registration) overhaul for the Polish national carrier. This is the first overhaul of this type of 
aircraft performed in Hangar F in Prague. In addition, the expansion of the base maintenance 
service portfolio will promote long-term cooperation not only with LOT, but also with other 
customers from the segment of air carriers and leasing companies.

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of funding may be required later in the year, 
most likely through a further injection of equity 
from the Dubai government, the Gulf carrier’s 
sole shareholder. Talking to the online World 
Aviation Festival, Tim Clark, Emirates’ president, 
commented: “We are good for another six, 
seven or eight months in terms of cash. We have 
sufficient cash coming in to be able to keep the 
day-to-day operation at a neutral basis,” adding: 
“But like everybody else, if in six months global 
demand is where it is today then we are all going 
to face difficulties. Not just Emirates”. The carrier 
lost US$3.4 billion in the year’s first half, while it 
managed to obtain US$2 billion in equity from the 
Dubai government in 2020. While he would not 
say when, Clark also advised that Emirates would 
make a recommendation to the government on 
raising cash, which would likely come in the form of 
an equity injection or raising debt. However, Clark 
was also confident that should demand pick up, 
by September/October the cash situation could be 
turned round. Emirates has resumed flights with 
all 151 Boeing 777 jets which mainly carry cargo, 
along with 20,000 to 30,000 passengers daily. He 
indicated that Emirates may retain some of its 
older 777 passenger jets that are due to retire but 
convert them into cargo-only planes while freight 
demand remains high. Clark had intended to retire 
in 2020 but has remained at the helm to guide the 
carrier through the pandemic and to set it on its 
future course before he retires, though he has not 
given a projected date when.

Stobart Air sold for an initial £2.00 to 
26-year-old blockchain entrepreneur

Having bought back Stobart Air from Bankruptcy 
in April last year, Stobart Group, now renamed 
Esken, has agreed to sell the airline to Ettyl for 
an initial, token £2.00.  Ettyl is an Isle of Man-
based startup whose CEO is 26-year-old serial 
entrepreneur Jason Scales who runs a blockchain 
and technology incubator called The Hubb. In its 
sole filing to Companies House dated May 2020, 
Ettyl reported holding capital of £100.00. The 
agreement is relatively complicated, with the sale 
price being a token £2.00 and the value of cash 
on the balance sheet at completion, plus up to 
£7.5 million dependent on certain trigger events, 
until July 2024. The deal also involves the sale of 
Carlisle Lake District Airport. Currently, Stobart 
Air has a contract with Aer Lingus which involves 
operating a fleet of 13 aircraft which service flights 
from Dublin, Cork, Shannon, Kerry and Donegal.

United Airlines post greater-than-expect-
ed loss, blames increased fuel costs and 
capacity slide

United Airlines (United) has released its first-
quarter financial results, revealing a greater-
than-anticipated loss which the American carrier 
has attributed to a combination of rising fuel 
costs and a drop in capacity as airlines struggle 
to cope with the lack of demand due to the 
COVID-19 pandemic. Compared to the previous 
three months, fuel prices rose by approaching 
30% and United expects a further 5% increase 
over the next quarter. Capacity fell by 54% 
compared to the first quarter 2019, though this 
is expected to ease to 45% in the second quarter. 
The carrier expects its adjusted earnings before 
interest, taxes, depreciation, and amortization 
to turn positive later in 2021 despite business 
and long-haul international demand projected to 
remain at 70% below 2019 levels. United posted 
first-quarter total operating revenue of US$3.2 
billion, down 66% versus first-quarter 2019 and

Airbus A400M conducts helicopter refueling certification campaign

The Airbus A400M new 
generation airlifter has 
successfully conducted 
a major helicopter 
air-to-air refueling 
certification campaign, 
completing the majority 
of its development and 
certification objectives. 
Airbus Defence and 
Space aims to achieve 
full helicopter air-to-air 
refueling certification 
later this year with 
the conclusion of 
all mandatory night 
operation trials. The 
flight tests, performed 
in coordination with the French Armament General Directorate (DGA), involved operations 
with two French Air Force H225M helicopters. The campaign took place in day and night 
conditions over the west coast of France at between 1,000 ft and 10,000 ft and flight speeds 
as low as 105 knots. During those flights, a total of 81 wet contacts and transfers of 6.5 tons 
of fuel were achieved, which included simultaneous refueling of two helicopters for the first 
time. The tests confirmed the positive results of the dry and wet contact operations conducted 
in 2019 and 2020. Helicopter air-to-air refueling is a unique military capability and key for 
Special Forces operations, involving aircraft with different flight profiles and sharing a very 
limited common flight envelope, requiring close formation flying patterns at low altitudes and 
nighttime conditions.

Aventure Aviation acquires two Boeing 737NG airframes

Aventure Aviation has acquired two Boeing 737NG airframes, MSN 33783 and MSN 33790, 
retired after flying with Aeromexico for 16 and 17 years respectively, since their delivery. The 
teardown is currently underway in Marana, Arizona. Parts will be relocated to Aventure’s 
Atlanta warehouse, joining stock from another recently dismantled 737NG, MSN 28497.
The two aircraft were placed in storage a few months ago and are in excellent condition. The 
landing gear was overhauled in 2019 and there is plenty of green time remaining on component 
parts. Aventure is considering the acquisition of several other Airbus, Boeing, Embraer, and 
Bombardier aircraft, focusing on end-of-life aircraft for dismantling and conversion purposes.

Through the app, passengers can 
share their status and the digital test certificates 
with authorities and airlines to facilitate travel. 
Trials of IATA Travel Pass incorporating the global 
Eurofins network are expected to begin with 
airlines piloting IATA Travel Pass across multiple 
regions in the coming weeks.
“Verified testing is the immediate solution to 
give governments the confidence to open their 
borders to travelers. IATA Travel Pass aims to 
make it as simple as possible for travelers to 
locate certified laboratories and securely receive 
the test results that governments require.  Our 
partnership with Eurofins is another mark of 
quality for IATA Travel Pass which is being built to 
the highest data security and privacy standards.

A large TotalControl tower simulator at 
Malaysia’s Mukah Airport has been successfully 
tested and installed remotely, in another 
example of an innovative approach to simulator 
delivery by Airways International (AIL) during 
the Covid-19 pandemic. AIL partnered with 
International Aeradio – a Malaysian-based 
integrator of aviation technologies to provide a 
turnkey simulation solution for use by air traffic 
controllers at the new Mukah Airport. A 220° 
LCD tower simulator has been installed and 
commissioned, along with a procedural simulator 
which will shortly be operational following the 
US$70 million airport development. The Mukah 
Airport simulator is the second TotalControl 
simulation project to be successfully completed 
as a remote installation.

2021. The TotalControl simulation solution 
will be used by Malaysian air traffic controllers 
for training at Mukah Airport, where they can 
control traffic in exercises that mimic the real 
world. The simulator imitates the full air traffic 
control flight information region and utilizes 
AIL’s unique TrueView technology for life-like 
graphics – enhancing the quality and speed of 
ATC training and significantly reducing on-the-
job training time.

Finnair will start accepting a COVID-19 
vaccination certificate from the first vaccination 
dose as an alternative to a negative test result 
or a certificate of a previous COVID-19 infection, 
on Finnair flights to Finland from May 11, 2021. 
In line with the recommendation by the Finnish 
Institute of Health and Welfare, Finnair has, 
since late January, required that all passengers 
travelling to Finland – excluding transfer 
passengers – present either a negative test 
certificate or an immunity/recovery certificate 
as a pre-requisite for boarding.
